Minutes:  John Guy made a motion, seconded by Josetta LeBoeuf, to accept the minutes of the November 5, 2005 meeting held in Amite, LA.  The motion passed unanimously.  


REPORTS

Vice President:  Ellen Ibert welcomed everyone.  She announced that President John Polk was ill and unable to attend the meeting.  She then explained her guidelines for formation of new chapters.  A copy will be provided to all members of the Executive Committee and made available to persons wishing to start new chapters.  

Treasurer:  Josetta LeBoeuf submitted the 2005 Financial Report.  Total income for the year was $7,003.57.  Expenses amounted to a total of $4,372.59.  Total LAS assets as of December 31, 2005 was $9,517.63.  
Membership:  Josetta LeBoeuf reported that there were 233 LAS members for 2005.  She commended President John Polk for his efforts to increase membership.

 
Newsletter Report:  After reporting on the last newsletter, Newsletter Editor Cherie Schwab announced that because of illness and time restraints, she is unable to continue as Newsletter Editor.  She introduced Dennis Jones who was appointed to replace her.  Dennis outlined his plans for the Newsletter, which included timing the editions to support important LAS activities.  The Executive Committee thanked Cherie for the excellent work she has done and welcomed Dennis Jones.

Bulletin Report:  Cherie Schwab affirmed that she would continue as production editor, providing the layout for the Bulletin.  Bulletin Editor Chip McGimsey stated that Bulletin 27 is expected to be completed shortly.  Chip emphasized that submissions to the Bulletin were needed.  
Web Site:  Josetta LeBoeuf said that Web Site Editor Junior Doughty has reported an average of 159 hits a day on the LAS web site.  

CHAPTER REPORTS

Baton Rouge Chapter:  Josetta LeBoeuf introduced Stephanie Perrault, newly named program chairperson for the Baton Rouge Chapter.  Stephanie remarked that she hoped to continue the exciting speaker program previously chaired by Josetta.  She stated that Baton Rouge Chapter recently held a washing party for artifacts from the recent excavations at the Sims Site.   

Central Louisiana Archaeology Chapter:  Nancy Affeltranger described the interesting programs on the subject of the Civil War that CLAC has had recently.  She said that the meetings have been well attended.
West Louisiana Archaeology Club:  John Guy informed the Committee that the financial paperwork for the chapter has been completed.  He also reported an increase in chapter membership stating that the WLAC now has approximately 19 members and all but three are LAS members.
Delta Chapter:  Rogers Serpas said that Delta Chapter members participated in the excavations at the Sims Site.  He also reported on the latest Delta Chapter meeting, which was held at the Westbank Library in St. Charles Parish.  An extremely good turnout was present to hear Josetta LeBoeuf and Chip McGimsey make very interesting presentations on Louisiana mound sites.

ONGOING/UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Tax Exempt Status for Chapters:  Josetta LeBoeuf agreed to create a standardized form to be used by chapters seeking to operate under the LAS’ tax-exempt status.  Ellen Ibert stated that chapters wishing to do so would need to provide financial information to the Treasurer.

LAS Field School:  The LAS Field School has been postponed indefinitely because the Orange Grove Plantation site is being used for FEMA housing.
Donation of LAS Archival Materials to Division of Archaeology:  Chip McGimsey motioned that the Executive Committee adopt a resolution approving the donation of archival materials to the Division of Archaeology.  John Guy seconded the motion, which was unanimously passed. 
Awards:  Josetta LeBouef showed the Committee the awards to be presented at the Business Meeting.  She suggested that the Committee, at its next meeting, consider formalizing the criteria for all LAS awards. 
Purchase of Digital Camera:  Ellen Ibert will compile a final list and submit it for consideration at the next Executive Committee meeting.

Vice President/President Elect:  A committee composed of John Guy, Josetta LeBouef and Dennis Jones was formed to select candidates for the position of Vice President/President Elect.

2007 Annual Meeting:  Location for the 2007 Meeting was discussed and Ellen Ibert will call for a volunteer at the Business Meeting.

Stephanie Perrault announced the Angola Archaeological Symposium to be held on March 25, 2006.  She invited all to attend and requested an announcement be sent to all Chapters.
